They work with the United Nations Secretariat, programmes, funds and agencies in various ways, including in consultation with Member States. NGOs contribute to a number of activities including joint operational projects, participation in intergovernmental processes and in the contribution of services and technical expertise, as well as information dissemination, awareness-raising, development education and policy advocacy.
 

With a view to further mainstream disability in all UN development and human rights processes, organizations of persons with disabilities and other NGOs are encouraged to make use of available options to  participate in the work of the United Nations
 

Apply for Consultative Status to ECOSOC (Deadline: 1 June 2015)
 

Article 71 of the UN Charter enables the Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC) to make arrangements for consultation with non-governmental organizations. Consultative status also provides NGOs with access to ECOSOC's subsidiary bodies, to various human rights mechanisms of the United Nations, ad-hoc processes, as well as special events organized by the President of the General Assembly. Apply for Accreditation to the Conference of States Parties to the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (Deadline: 30 April 2015)
 

According to the rule 25 of the Rules of Procedure of the Conference of State Parties to the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, accreditation shall be granted to NGOs by approval of the Conference by consensus. Accreditation is a one-time process that allows NGOs to participate in the sessions of the Conference of States Parties.
