Introduction

Since March 2020 COVID 19 has dominated our lives and our work. This document
highlights the current EDF work and priorities on COVID 19 and provides background

information to two resolutions proposed to be adopted by the Board.

COVID 19 key priorities of EDF and members

1. Advocacy on human rights of persons with disabilities and COVID 19. The
human rights report on COVID 19, short version is launched and the long

version soon to be launched.
Derived from this overall monitoring, EDF is now focusing on:

2. Dissemination of the COVID 19 human rights report and all of its
recommendations — at EU level and in EU global work but also to the CRPD
Committee so these issues are taken into account in the review of European

countries
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3. Advocating for persons with disabilities to have access to vaccination
(including the Resolution from the Board). We have surveyed our members,
advocated to the EC, and are working on the global campaign with IDA.

4. Advocacy to the EU and national governments, and building knowledge of
EDF members to promote disability related, and inclusive investments through
the European Recovery and Response Facility, and the national Recovery and

Response Plans (based on the Resolution from this Board).

5. Increasing the intersectional approach of our advocacy and strengthening
relationships with other movements, including the women’s movement and
policy makers working on women’s rights, to ensure a disability and gender
sensitive approach are applied to COVID-19 responses and recovery

measures.

6. Advocating for the long-term lessons from COVID 19 to be included in the
EU’s work on health, which is expanding. This includes direct liaison on DG
Sante in the EC, the Commissioner for Health, and giving input to public

consultations in the field of health.

7. Advocacy on the global EU COVID 19 response and inclusion of persons with
disabilities in COVAX, the global initiative set up to ensure equitable access to

vaccines in low and middle-income countries.

8. Advocacy on protection of passenger rights and advancement of accessibility
in light of COVID-19, especially using the Recovery and Resilience funding to

invest in accessible transport infrastructure
