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Last week the 1st European Standard on accessibility and usability of the built environment - 
Functional requirements has been approved by CEN Member National Standardisation Bodies. From 
34 Members, 17 voted yes, 4 - no, 11 abstained, 2 didn’t cast a vote (Luxembourg and Romania).
