Il apparaît que pour, au moins deux organisations, l’utilisation de ZOOM soit absolument prohibée, pour 

des raisons de sécurité et de respect de la vie privée : 

• ZOOM est une société américaine qui n’accepterait pas de respecter les règlementations 

européennes en matière de respect de la vie privée 

• ZOOM n’utilise pas une technologie d’encryptage des informations « end-to-end » ce qui lui 

permet recueillir et de revendre toutes les données des personnes qui utilisent leur plateforme 

• ZOOM s’est engagé à solutionner ces problèmes dans les 90 jours. Les services informatiques 

concernés reverront leur position une fois les changements réalisés 

• ZOOM contiendrait des failles qui permettraient à des virus de s’installer, notamment pour les 

utilisateurs de  MacOS 

Au niveau des services publics fédéraux belges, le logiciel open source « Jitsi Meet» est désormais 

recommandé quand il n’est pas possible d’avoir recours à « Microsoft Teams ». 

« Jitsi Meet » serait le logiciel de visioconférence utilisé à l’avenir par les cabinets ministériels fédéraux 

et par les universités belges. Attention, si Jitsi Meet apparaît comme une solution plus acceptable au 

niveau de la sécurité et d’une utilisation respectueuse des droits des personnes, Gisèle Marlière, comme 

le secrétariat du BDF n’ont pas encore reçu la confirmation qu’il pourront effectivement l’utiliser, d’ici au 

16/04/2020. 

Etant donné que  

• ZOOM ne pourrait pas être utilisé par tous les membres du Board  

• ZOOM contreviendrait à la réglementation européenne en matière de respect de la vie privée 

• EDF est reconnu et financé par l’Union européenne 

Serait-il possible d’envisager de recourir à une autre plateforme de visioconférence pour les réunion 

d’instance de l’EDF, comme, par exemple « Jitsi Meet » ? 

En tout état de cause, si rien ne change au niveau de la situation technologique actuelle, Gisèle Marlière 

ne sera pas en mesure de participer à une visioconférence à l’occasion du Board. Elle ne pourra 

participer qu’à des échanges par e-mail.

Dear Raquel, dear Catherine, dear Loredana... 

Thank you very much for the answer and for the technical elements that can facilitate a connection. 

Since my request, I have received some answers from IT services.  



It appears that for at least two organizations, the use of ZOOM is absolutely prohibited for security and 

privacy reasons: 

- ZOOM is an American company that doesn’t agree to respect European privacy regulations. 

- ZOOM does not use end-to-end information encryption technology, which allows it to collect 

and resell all the data of the people who use their platform. 

- ZOOM would contain loopholes that would allow viruses to be installed, especially for MacOS 

users. 

- ZOOM is committed to solving these problems within 90 days. The IT departments concerned 

will review their position once the changes have been made. 

At the level of the Belgian federal public services, the open source software "Jitsi Meet" is now 

recommended when it is not possible to use "Microsoft Teams". 

"Jitsi Meet" would be the videoconferencing software to be used in the future by the federal ministerial 

cabinets and Belgian universities. Beware, if Jitsi Meet appears to be a more acceptable solution in terms 

of security and respectful use of the rights of individuals, both Gisèle Marlière and the BDF secretariat 

have not yet received confirmation that they will actually be able to use it, by 16/04/2020. 

Given that  

- ZOOM could not be used by all members of the Board.  

- ZOOM would contravene European regulations on the respect of privacy. 

- EDF is recognised and financed by the European Union. 

Would it be possible to consider using another videoconferencing platform for meetings of EDF bodies, 

such as "Jitsi Meet", for example? 

In any case, if nothing changes with respect to the current technological situation, Gisèle Marlière will 

not be able to participate in a videoconference on the occasion of the Board. She will only be able to 

take part in exchanges by e-mail.

You will have seen IDA wrote to the Director General of WHO on COVID 19 and he already tweeted his 

support and condemnation of discrimination in prioritization in healthcare. This and all EDF

There are also 2 important online events on COVID 19- a facebook live today with IDA (you can follow it 

on IDA’s facebook page), and a webinar for our members on Friday 10-12; Andre will send you all the 

invite to this capacity building webinar for EDF members (but you can already register here: 

https://zoom.us/webinar/register/WN_AjKOTfNtSY6GZ-9Ww3fTag  ). Our  members from Spain, Italy 

and Greece will share how they are responding. 

This week we are sending out, for your approval, a joint position paper EDF is planning to launch 

together with the European Association of Service Providers for Persons with Disabilities (EASPD) and the 

European Platform for Rehabilitation (EPR). The position paper looks at the General Block Exemption 

Regulation (GBER), which aims, among other things, to regulate how and how much State Aid can be 

invested in supporting the employment of persons with disabilities in each Member State. The 

Regulation is currently being reviewed by the Commission. We are therefore taking this opportunity to 

call on the Commission to keep some elements of the Regulation, and to strengthen other aspects. Any 

comments or concerns can be sent directly to Haydn Hammersley by Wednesday the 15th of April. 

On EDF’s recommendations on victims’ rights, thank you for your comments sent last week. We 

integrated input we received to the document, including in relation to identification of victims (including 

those in closed settings), forced sterilisation and abortion, personal assistance, mental health 

rehabilitation programmes and training for institutionalized persons with disabilities. The final document 

was sent to the European Commission and is available on EDF’s website.  

We also learned that DEVCO is most likely proceeding to an internal reorganisation of its portfolio. It 

seems that disability will be moved under health issues. We sent a letter to both the Director of DEVCO 

and the Deputy Director General asking to assign the disability focal point within a unit which has 

responsibility for mainstreaming of human rights issues.  For more information, contact Marion:
